Students may only pursue a minor which is listed in their catalogue of graduation (Students may not declare or
complete a minor which does not exist in their catalogue of graduation).

7). All_ minor_requirements must be completed at graduation. A minor can not be added to a student’s degree
program once they have graduated.

8). All minors must be officially declared and un-declared (students should contact their Academic Advisor). In the
event that an intended minor will not be satisfied at the time of graduation, students are required to officially un-
declare their minor with their Academic Advisor prior to graduation.
