You are not allowed to consult a dictionary during
quizzes. You are only allowed one make-up quiz. Make-ups will be scheduled at the convenience of your
instructor considering the student's schedule.

Midcourse. The midcourse will test grammar as well as listening, reading, and writing skills acquired
during the first half of the course. The exam will last approximately 60 minutes and will be given during
regular class hours.

Final written exam. The final written exam will test grammar as well as the listening, reading, and writing
skills acquired during the course. The exam will last approximately 60 minutes and will be given during
regular class hours. You are not allowed to consult a dictionary during the exam.

Final oral exam. To evaluate the speaking and interactional skills acquired during the course, students will
perform a short dialogue (4-5 minutes) with a partner in front of the instructor during regular class hours and
precisely upon completion of the final written exam. Students’ performance will be evaluated individually
on the basis of the rubric provided below.
